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1. Introduction

1.1. What is ASFALIS TransServer (ATS)

ASFALIS TransServer (ATS) enables you to administrate the translation Jobs according to your
purpose. This system requires 2 types of Users, one is Administrators, and the other is Users.
Administrators and Users have own roles to use ASFALIS TransServer, please refer to the
manuals for detailed information for each role.
ASFALIS TransServer requires Slave Node of ASFALIS Desktop Controller (ADC). So you have to
setup the environments for Slave Node of ADC first, and then ASFALIS TransServer will work
with it.
Please refer to "Installation Guide" for the detail.

In this document, each topic that you should know is classified as below.

1.3. Roles for Administrator and Users
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What Administrator’s role is

• Configuring the server environments
Various settings of ASFALIS TransServer can be changed.

• Management of Users/Groups/Permission
Register, change, and set permissions for users and groups.

• Management of Scenarios
Translation scenarios, which consist of any processes to execute and parameters, can be
created. Other functions, edit, disable, and recover, are available as well.

• Management of "Operations Types" and "Operation"
Register, change settings, archive or unarchive Operation Types and Operations.

• Management of Jobs and logs Executing Jobs
Display Jobs submitted by all users, and execute / stop, change priority, or disable Jobs.

What User’s role is

• Creating "Operation"
Create Operations belonging to existing Operation Types.

• Arranging parameters for Scenario if available
Arranging translation parameters when creating Jobs is possible if permitted within the
translation scenario created by the administrator.

• Executing Jobs
Register and execute Jobs.


Administrator needs to know the differences between "Operation Types" and
"Operation". (Please refer to next chapter)

1.4. Manage Your Jobs by "Operation types" and
"Operation"

• Job 

"Job" is a unit of each translation. Each Job contains the original 3D data, the logs and the
results of each process. If a Job failed, you can check logs and get files which have been
created in the process so far.

• Operation Types 

"Operation Types" is a kind of Job folder that only the administrator can create.
It will be set for each User group or division as a primary folder.

• Operation 

Users can select own "Operation Type" and create "Operation Name" to store own Jobs.
This structure will help to organize Jobs and reuse Job setting to other translations.

• Job Entry

Users can select 2 types of Job entry. One is "Quick Job Entry" as temporary Job execution.
And the other is "Job Entry" as operational Job execution.
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2. Quick Start

2.1. Log In / Log Out / User’s Profile

2.1.1. Log In

Go to ASFALIS TransServer Welcome page as below, and please type in your "Login Name" and
"Password".

Operations
Login Name: Type in your ID for ASFALIS TransServer.
Password: Type in the password that is registered by administrator.
Login: After filling in ID and password, click [login] to enter.

 Please ask your Administrator for URL and your ID/Password.

2.1.2. Log Out

To log out from ASFALIS TransServer, click your ID at the right top corner and select "Logout."
You will go back to ASFALIS TransServer Welcome page once you are logged out.
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

1. You need to be logged out from ASFALIS TransServer to log in to ASFALIS
TransServer from other PCs.

2. Automatic log out will work as follows.

◦ After 300 sec idling, ASFALIS TransServer will notify you that "you will
be logged out in 600 sec."

◦ After 600 sec, you will be logged out from ASFALIS TransServer
automatically.

2.1.3. User Preferences

You are able to edit your own profile if you need.

1. Select [User Preferences] from your ID at the right top corner.

2. You can edit attributes that are marked " ."
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

• Mail Address: ASFALIS TransServer will send you a notification message
once the Job has been completed if you specify so in a Scenario.

• Time zone: Set "Time zone".

• Language Priority Setting: Place the primary language to the top.

• Startup Operation ID: Specify the Operation to display by its ID to display a
specific Operation in the home page of ASFALIS TransServer. [Operation
Monitor] button at the top will become a pull-down menu to select
"Operation Monitor" or "My Operation".

2.2. Job Execution

2.2.1. New Job Execution

You can execute Jobs by 2 ways. One is "Quick Job Entry" and the other is "Job Entry".
"Quick Job Entry" is recommended if you would like to translate the data temporarily.

1. Select [New Job] - [Quick Job Entry].


The default setting of "Operation Type" and "Operation (Name)" will be
applied when you execute a Job by "Quick Job Entry."

2. Select "Create a new scenario setting" and select a Scenario from "Scenario pull-down" for
your purpose.
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
Select a Scenario Group to filter Scenarios to show in the pull-down list.
This is effective especially when there are many Scenarios.


A Scenario is a story how to translate and optimize 3D data according to
what you would like to gain as the result. To create a Scenario, you need
knowledge of each Components and parameters. If you need a new
Scenario, please ask your administrator.

3. When the Scenario is selected, the field for parameter setting, the field for input file setting
and Scenario flow chart will appear. You can change the value of parameters if it is
available. You can click icons   to check what kind of parameters are available.
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

The flow chart will be displayed where you can check the Component flow
of the Scenario. 
It is useful in creating a new Scenario or editing existing Scenarios,
especially on the Scenarios with multiple Job inputs, for example,
[Validation], or the Scenarios with many Components on which you need to
pay more attention in specifying the input files.
Click [Hide/Show] to show or hide the flow chart.

4. To upload data to ASFALIS TransServer, click "Browse" and select the file to translate.
The Job will be executed automatically once uploading has been completed.


Please uncheck "auto register after upload completed" if you would not like to
execute Jobs automatically.


You need to zip the files for assembly models to upload to ASFALIS
TransServer.
(Please refer to 2.3, “How to Enter Data” for the detail.)
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2.2.2. Download the Result

1. Select [Operation Monitor] and you can find "Default" at the bottom of the operation name
list.

2. Select the input file name that you executed.


Jobs in the Operation are arranged in descending order of creation
datetime.

3. Click the result and select "Download" from pull-down.
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
You can get log files and intermediate results.
If your translation Job failed, download log file and send it to your
administrator.

2.3. How to Enter Data
You can enter data by three ways "Upload local file", "Select from existing file", and "Select from
external file servers".

2.3.1. Upload Local File

To upload new data to ASFALIS TransServer, Select [Upload local file] - [Browse], and select a
file.
Job will be executed automatically. You need to zip the files when you would like to translate
assembly models or several models at once. It differs from one CAD system to another how to
zip the files.
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2.3.2. Select from Existing File

You can also reuse the existing data.

1. Search your existing Job by "File name", "Job Memo", etc. and select your data.

2. Click "Submit" and then Job will be executed.

2.3.3. Select from External File Servers

You can enter data from external file servers if they are configured properly. Choose files from
external file server and submit them.
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
You can submit only one model at a time when you use "Select from external
file server".

2.3.4. With a Scenario which Has More than One Job Inputs

Multiple "Input File Setting" fields will be shown when you use a Scenario which has more than
one Job inputs.
Use Scenario flow chart to check which Component receives which Job input and make sure to
specify the right Job input.


When you use a Scenario which has more than one Job inputs, you can submit
only one model for each input.
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2.4. Restriction on Files to Input / Zip Files to Upload
Following characters cannot be used for the file name of files to input and zip files to upload.

• Windows forbidden characters in file names
\ / : * ? " < > |

You can use multi-byte characters unless there is a restriction in the source / target CAD system.

You need to zip the files when you would like to translate assembly models or several models at
once. It differs from one CAD system to another how to zip the files.
Please refer to the next three sections for instructions.

• 2.4.1, “Uploading Models (other than NX I-deas)”

• 2.4.2, “Uploading NX I-deas mf Models”

• 2.4.3, “Uploading Archived Models”


Please note that ASFALIS TransServer supports the single-file input only by
default while JT and STEP formats support the multi-file assembly.
Please contact to the system administrator to enable the multi-file input.


Try changing the file type to "All Files" when the file you wish to upload is not
displayed in the "Open" dialog.

2.4.1. Uploading Models (other than NX I-deas)

A) For assembly models

Assembly models are saved as several files in CATIA V5, NX, Creo Parametric, SOLIDWORKS
and Inventor. In this case, follow the below steps to create and uplaod a zip file.

1. Create a zip file.

a. Create a zip file that contains all the files that make up the assembly under the same
name as the top assembly file.

b. Create a folder that contains all the files that make up the assembly, under the same
name as top assembly file, and then zip the folder. You can give the zip file any name
within the system allowance.

2. Make sure that "Conversions individually" is unchecked and then upload all zip files to
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ASFALIS TransServer.



ASFALIS TransServer can recognize the assembly structure of the input files by
the folder structure and string matching in the ZIP file. 
It searches for the top assembly file by;

• Filename that matches the ZIP filename without the file extension (*.zip)
when there are file(s) right under the ZIP file

• Filename that matches the name of the top folder that contains file(s)

When there is a perfect match, that file will be used as the top assembly file.
When there is no perfect match, it will take the file whose name is most similar
to selected string (e.g. Levenshtein distance is smallest) as the top assembly file.

B) For several parts

Select several files on the file dialog or zip files as below to translate several part files at a
time.

1. Create a zip file which contains all the part files to upload. You can give the zip file any
name within the system allowance.

2. Select "Conversions individually" and upload the zip file to ASFALIS TransServer.


When "Conversions individually" is unchecked, only one file in the uploaded
zip file will be submitted. ASFALIS TransServer searches for the input file by
string matching using the same rule as searching for a top assembly file in a
ZIP file explained above.

C) For several assembly models

You need to make zip files for each assembly model to translate several assembly models at a
time.

1. Create zip files for each assembly model. Please refer to "A) For assembly models" for
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how to.

2. Make sure that "Conversions individually" is unchecked and then upload all zip files to
ASFALIS TransServer.

2.4.2. Uploading NX I-deas mf Models

Two different files (mf1 and mf2) will be saved for a single model for both part models and
assembly models. You need to zip them.

D) For model files

1. Create a zip file.

a. Create a zip file that contains both mf1 and mf2 under the same name as the model
file.

b. Create a folder that contains both mf1 and mf2 under the same name as the model
file, and then zip the folder. You can give the zip file any name within the system
allowance.

2. Make sure that "Conversions individually" is unchecked and then upload all zip files to
ASFALIS TransServer.
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E) For several model files

You need to make a zip file for each model.

1. Create zip files for each model. Please refer to "D) For model files" for how to.

2. Make sure "Conversions individually" is unchecked and then upload all zip files to
ASFALIS TransServer.

2.4.3. Uploading Archived Models

Both assembly models and part models of CATIA V4, Creo Elements/Direct, NX I-deas arc,
Parasolid, JT, ACIS, IGES, STEP and ENF are composed as 1 file.

F) For model file

Select several files on the file dialog or zip files as below to translate several part files at a
time.

1. Create a zip file that contains all files that you want to upload to ASFALIS TransServer.
You can give the zip file any name within the system allowance.

2. Upload the zip file to ASFALIS TransServer.
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

When you select a Scenario, "Files of type" in the file dialog will be fixed
automatically according to the Scenario. However, you could upload wrong
format files when you upload as a zip file. This may cause a translation error.
Please confirm that the file format is appropriate for the Scenario before you
upload.
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3. Useful Functions

3.1. To Set up a Job
There are 3 different ways to select a Scenario as below.

• 3.1.1, “Create a New Scenario Setting”

• 3.1.2, “Reuse Existing Job’s Scenario Settings”

• 3.1.3, “Re-submit Existing Job with Modified Parameters”

3.1.1. Create a New Scenario Setting

Select a new Scenario and set parameters if needed. And then execute a Job.
(Please refer to 2.2, “Job Execution” for the detail.)

3.1.2. Reuse Existing Job’s Scenario Settings

You can reuse the existing Jobs for other models as below.

A) Operation from "New Job" menu
B) Operation from "Job Detail" menu

Operation from "New Job" menu

1. Select [New Job] - [Quick Job Entry] - [Reuse existing Job’s scenario settings].

2. Select the existing Job from "Job".

3. Click "Parameter Setting" and you can arrange each parameter or check Scenario flow
chart.
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4. Upload new data to ASFALIS TransServer with the existing Job Scenario.

Operation from "Job Detail" menu

1. Select [Operation Monitor] - [Job ID] - [Reuse] - [Reuse setting].

2. Subsequent operation is same as Step 3 and 4 as above.

3.1.3. Re-submit Existing Job with Modified Parameters

You can reuse both the existing Job and the data, and also can modify the parameters for the
Scenario if needed.

A) Operation from "New Job" menu
B) Operation from "Job Detail" menu

Operation from "New Job" menu

1. Select [New Job] - [Quick Job Entry] - [Re-submit existing Job with modified parameters].

2. Select the existing Job from "Job".

3. Click "Parameter Setting" and you can arrange each parameter or check Scenario flow
chart.

4. Click [Submit]. Input file of the selected existing Job will be applied as the input file and
you cannot select another file.

Operation from "Job Detail" menu

1. Select [Operation Monitor] - [Job ID] - [Reuse] - [Re-submit this job]

or click " " icon to retry the selected Job.
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2. Please refer to "Step 3" in 3.1.3 above for the subsequent operation.

3.2. To Manage Your Job Files
There are 3 different ways to select a Scenario as below.
You should make sure the differences between "Operation Types" and "Operation Name".
(Please refer to 1.4, “Manage Your Jobs by "Operation types" and "Operation"” for the detail.)

3.2.1. Create "Operation Name"

What "Operation Name" is for

"Operation Name" is a folder to manage Jobs. And the permission to create "Operation
Name" are given to Users and Administrator.

1. Click [Add New Operation] on Operation Monitor

2. Select "Operation Types" and fill in "Operation Name". And then select [Register].

3. After the registration, you will move to Operation Monitor page automatically and will
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see new operation name in the list.

3.2.2. What You Can Do from "Operation Monitor"

You can create a new Job and find it in the "Operation Name" list on "Operation Monitor" page.
Go to Operation Name, and you can see the detail of your Job and reuse it if needed.

1. Select "Operation Monitor," and you will find a list of "Operation Name" as below.

2. Click " " to create a new Job for selected "Operation Name".

3. A new Job will be created as below. "Operation Type" and "Operation Name" are already
selected. You need to select a Scenario and upload your data to ASFALIS TransServer.



If ASFALIS TransServer is used continuously, multiple operations will be
displayed on the Operation Monitor. You can use the "Archive" functionality to
hide unnecessary operations from display. The operations that are archived
will not be displayed unless you specifically search for them. You will not be
able to submit new jobs by using the archived operations either.

You can use the "Unarchive" functionality to restore to its previous state.
Each user can decide whether to archive operations or not, and other users’
settings will not be affected by this.
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
Archiving and Unarchiving operations can also be done by clicking the icons.

Archive Unarchive



Each user will use the Archive functionality to hide operations individually,
but the Disable functionality will be used to hide operations from all users.
The operations that are disabled will not be displayed to any user unless you
specifically search for them. You will not be able to submit new jobs by using
the disabled operations either. Only users with Disable privilege can use this
functionality against operations.

You can use the "Recover" functionality to restore to its previous state.


Disabling and Recovering operations can also be done by clicking the icons.

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4. Use Cases

4.1. Run the Same Scenario to Multiple ENF Files
You can create a Scenario that satisfies the following demands by using "ENF Editor" and
"Execute Jobs with another Scenario" Components in combination;

• Output multiple ENF files by, e.g., extracting necessary parts only from the source model

• Run a same Scenario to those output ENF files

4.1.1. EX) CATIA V5 to IGES Translation

Scenario #1 includes the following processes:

1. Output ENF file from "CATIA V5 to ENF" Component

2. Output multiple ENF files by extracting necessary parts only using "ENF Editor" Component

3. Run Scenario #2 ("Geometry Healing" and "ENF to IGES" Components) to each output ENF
from Scenario #1

Once a Job using Scenario #1 and Scenario #2 is submitted, you can check the status and the
result files from "Job Detail" page.
The sample image below shows that "ENF Editor" Component outputs two ENF files, and
"Execute Jobs with another Scenario" Component runs "ENF to IGES #1" Scenario to each output
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ENF.
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5. FAQ
Q1: I cannot find ASFALIS TransServer Welcome page

• Recheck URL of ASFALIS TransServer.

• If it is correct, please ask your administrator. There is a possibility that the server is not
working.

Q2: I cannot log in to ASFALIS TransServer

• Recheck your ID & Password.

• If it is correct, wait awhile and try again. Someone might have already logged in with the
same ID or too many people (over the limitation#) are logged in to ASFALIS TransServer.
Please ask to your administrator.

Q3: Something is wrong with ASFALIS TransServer display (menu etc.)

• Check your browser that is supported by ASFALIS.
(See detail in 1.2, “System Requirements for Clients”)

• If your browser is appropriate, please ask your administrator. There is a possibility that
the server is not working well.

Q4: I cannot find the Scenario for my Job

• Please ask your administrator, the Scenario can be created only by administrator, so
he/she knows the detail of each Scenario.

Q5: Cannot upload the data to ASFALIS TransServer

• Reconfirm that you have selected the right Scenario for your Job.

• CAD format of the files to upload is specified in the setting of each Scenario.

Q6: The Job is not executed or still pending

• Please wait for your turn in case several Users are entering Jobs at the same time.

• You can check the status of your Job on operation monitor and change the priority of
your Job. Please contact the administrator.

Q7: Notification messages are not sent to my email address from ASFALIS TransServer
when my Job is finished

• You need to set the Components to send you notification messages.

• It is possible that your Job has been failed. Please ask the administrator for the detail.

Q8: I do not get any results

• It is possible that your Job has been failed or is still waiting. Please check the status of
your Job and ask the administrator.

Q9: I get the result, but it is a part of assembly data

• When you need to translate the assembly data, you have to zip them according to the rule
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of each CAD system. Please refer to chapter 2.3, “How to Enter Data” for the detail.

Q10: I see an older version of "Help"

• You may be viewing an older version because the browser cache is not updated properly.
Please clear the cache and re-open ASFALIS TransServer.

Q11: I downloaded an output file in ZIP file, but the characters are corrupted.

• Please specify the encoding for extracting ZIP files with "Client Character Code" in "User
Preferences" page of ASFALIS TransServer.

◦ When extracting using OS standard functionality

▪ Windows 8.1 or later: UTF-8

◦ When extracting using other applications

▪ Encoding used in that application

Q12: Job abends and the screen gets frozen when submitting a Job via Internet Explorer

• Please note that ASFALIS TransServer may not operate correctly if the document mode is
changed to Internet Explorer 8 automatically. This could happen when the Enterprise
Mode is enabled, document mode is managed at Group Policy Preference, etc. Please
contact to the ASFALIS TransServer system administrator, and ensure that the document
mode is set to Edge.
